Education Under Threat

The US foreign aid freeze has devastated refugee education in Uganda. Finn Church Aid (FCA) has sus-
pended over $4.4 million in programs.

AF Students Affected: 180,544 refugee students denied access to education
A Staff Impact: 73 staff laid off, including 50 teachers

BB Services Suspended: Catch-up classes, learning spaces construction, child protection, menstrual hy-
giene initiatives. Education desks at reception centres for new refugees put on hold
